The day-to-day operational management, peer-review
coordination, and final editorial decision rest exclusively with our
Editor-in-Chief, Dr. Boris Gilmar Espezúa Salmón, and his team of Associate
Editors.

We
have implemented a mandatory pre-review filter to ensure that all published
works go beyond mere normative description and demonstrate a solid analytical
and critical approach, with a complete bibliographic apparatus. Furthermore,
our updated Author Guidelines explicitly prioritize analytical depth,
methodological rigor, and adherence to the highest publication ethics,
following COPE standards.


 We invite scholars from around the world to join this project and
submit works that challenge paradigms, critically analyze institutions, and
contribute, from the Global South, to the construction of more just and
democratic legal systems.


 The Law Journal of the UNAP thus renews its commitment to the
production and dissemination of transformative legal knowledge. We trust that
these changes will allow us to better serve the academic community and
contribute, from the Peruvian Andes, a distinctive and necessary voice to the
global concert of legal thought.
